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If you hear Outdoor Warning Sirens:
~ Move indoors to an interior room

»  Open your family readiness kit, including flashlight and battery-operated radio
» Listen to local TV or radio, such as WBAP 820 AM or NOAA All Hazards Weather Rad
» Only call 9-1-1 when you need the immediate response of police, fire or medical

How to Prepare at Home and Work:
Outdoor Warning Systems are not designed to be heard indoors. Have a NOAA Weather
Radio with Specific Area Message Encoding (SAME) technology to ensure you will be
alerted to weather warnings while in your home or work
