CLOTHING - New or worn clean items 
are distributed to Third World countries at 
affordable prices. 
(Charity Shoes and Clothing)

EYEGLASSES - Frames, accessories and 
prescription glasses are refurbished and 
distributed worldwide. 
(Allen High Noon Lions Club) 

BOOKS - Books are sold in lobbies of 
the libraries and during annual summer 
sale at Plano Centre to support library 
programs. (Friends of Plano Public Library)

ELECTRONICS - All electronics 
accepted for recycling. Residents pay fees 
directly to Erecycler. Televisions: $10 
minimum (price varies according to size) 
Monitors: $5. All other equipment: 
5¢ per pound. (Erecycler)

LAWN MOWER EXCHANGE - 
Trade a working, gasoline-powered mower 
for a clean electric or manually-powered 
unit.  A voucher of up to $150 will reduce 
the purchase price of an eco-friendly model 
from participating area suppliers. Program 
limited to first 250 participants.
