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Mayor Evans convened the Coundl directly into the Regular Session from the
Preliminary Open Meeting on Tuesday, May 29, 2007,at 7:17 p.m. in the Coundl Chamber
of the Plano Municipd Center, 1520K Avenue All Coundl Members were present.

The invocaation was led by Pastor Isiah Joshug Jr. of the Shiloh Missionay Baptist
Church.

ThePledgeof Allegiance was led by Coundl Member Stahd.

Mayor Evans presented Special Recognition to Sgt. Kenneh Mandél on his retumn
from Iraq and to James Garrison - Coundl@ Volunteer of the Month.

Update Regarding Research/Technology District

Long Range Planning Manager Zimmerman spoke regarding the location of the
digtrict and to it beng a low-density employment center with office, research and
development, and assembly companies in a campus environment. He spoke regarding
condderation of the southeast and southwest comers of 14" Street and Plano Parkway by the
Planning and Zoning Commission which did not result in zoning cases. Mr. Zimmerman
spoke to the allowed uses established to ensure internd compatibility in the district with
retail and restaurant both requiring 10% of the built floor area of the development and
restaurants beng a minimum of 5,000 squae feet. He spoketo the uses not allowed in the
area and specia standadsputin place to create an image and identity.
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Director of Research & Technology Marketing & Redevelopment of the Plano
Economic Development Board David Ellis spoke regarding the large GlexOspaces typically
built for large telecom assembly and electronics manufacturers. He advised tha there are
fifty existing buildingsand spoketo the rental rates and the history of vacandes. Mr. Ellis
stated that the current occupancy is at 74%, spoketo the movement of large manufacturing
offshore and to theincrease in office use in thearea. He spokeregarding amenitieslocated in
the City of Richardson.

Mr. Zimmerman spokeregarding chdlenges and oppotunities for the area induding
the evolving market conditions the increased demand for small manufacturing buildingsand
office space, vacant/undeused propeaties and preserving land for future economnic
development as there is increased pressure for residential use. He spoketo there being less
interest in the area north of therailroad tracks, finding the right uses for the SH 190frontage
and regarding recent purchases for ingitutiond uses. He respondel to the Courcil regarding
congderation for residential uses and concerns expressed related to the police shooiing range
and furthe advised tha schools are pemitted in the district.  Mr. Zimmerman spoke to
matching amenities and services with the needs of a daytime populktion, the current locations
of retail and restaurants and to there baeng no nearby fitness center. He spoketo the possible
options induding alowing restaurants without the 10% restriction, rezoning specific
locationsto retail use, condgdering retail rezoning on an individud basis or identifying and
rezoning locationsfor a different use.

Coundl Membea Stahd spoke to the planned school addressing residential
condruction occurring in the panhandle of Richardson and to recognizing the proximity of
the gunrangewhen consdering the encouragement of development.

Mayor Evans spoketo the potential of thearea andto providing amenities. She spoke
to space available near SH 190 and magjor intersections tha would be appropriate for
restaurants or retail development. Mr. Zimmerman and Director of Planning Jarrell spoketo
a possible review of the area by the Planning and Zoning Commission. Coundl Member
Ellerbe spoketo theitem bang reviewed by the current members.

Ms. Jarrell respondal to the Coundl regarding restaurants, advising tha the 10%
restriction could be removed, but that the minimum size could be retained. She respondel
tha currently the types of retail allowed are uses that are conddered to be suppotive of an
area with a large concentration of employees and tha hotels are allowed by right Coundl
Membea Stahd stated agreement regarding induson of fitness centers. Ms. Jarrell
respondal to the Coundl advising tha options can be broughtback to the Commission for
review with follow-up to Coundl prior to any Public Hearing process to amend the
ordinance.

_Mr. Ellisrespondel to the Coundl stating that the types of amenities being requested
are Git-downOrestaurants and hotels with meeting room space and Coundl Member Stahd
spoketo hotels as an allowed use.
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Mr. Stahd spoke to putting the word out in the development community. Mayor
Evans spoketo creating more attractive destinations and to making a change as a way to let
developas know what the City islookingfor.

Mayor Evans advised tha the Coundl would be open to uses suggested by the
Commission tha would be compatible with the propeaty located in the area of the shooing
range City Manage Muehlenbeck spoke to the Commission having flexibility when
condgdering thetract and to continued study of thearea. Mayor Pro Tem Magnusn spoketo
letting developea's know tha the City is open for ideas.
