City Manager Glasscock spoke to rescheduling dates that conflict with school breaks, holidays, 
etc. and the recommendations to reschedule meetings in March, May and December.  The Council 
concurred with the recommendations. 
 
DART Report 
  

DART Board of Directors Member Paul Wageman spoke to parking at the Parker Road station 
reserved for Plano residents, how to obtain a permit, and the designated parking lots.  Council Member 
Davidson inquired about the location of the reserved parking lot.  Mr. Wageman stated he would 
review and report back to Council. 

 
Mr. Wageman stated starting October 1, 2014, the existing NCTCOG Senior Citizen 

transportation system would be changed to a DART system to serve 194 Plano residents and photo 
debit cards would replace paper vouchers.  He advised changing to debit cards would reduce the cost 
from 50% to 20% and allow service to an additional 35 non-elderly disabled Plano residents.    

 
Mr. Wageman spoke to the Cotton Belt line areas of service, phases, and funding options.  He 

reviewed the D2 project scope, phases, project alternatives, and financing options. 
 
Engineering Department Briefing 
  

Director of Engineering Carr spoke to the areas of responsibility covered by the Engineering 
Department including Facilities Division, Development Engineering, Transportation Engineering, and 
CIP Management and details of each sections duties and responsibilities. 

 
Mr. Carr stated the Facilities Division oversees over 100 City facilities, completing 15,000 

work orders annually, and providing janitorial service for 60 buildings.  He spoke to the maintenance 
staff completing repairs and maintaining the facilities, the services staff providing custodial service to 
the facilities, and the construction staff providing construction management of construction and 
renovation of City facilities. 

 
Mr. Carr spoke to the Development Engineering division duties, including review of 

development projects, supporting planning staff, and review of building and construction plans.  He 
stated the division reviews utility engineering plans, drainage and flood plains, design standards and 
utility cut permitting.   

 
Mr. Carr stated the Transportation Engineering Division responsibilities include responding to 

citizen traffic requests, operation of the traffic management center, traffic signal programing and 
timing, providing traffic support related to development, school traffic safety, monitoring high accident 
areas, providing red light camera support and coordinate with the NTTA and TxDOT. 

 
Mr. Carr spoke to the high visibility of the CIP Management division due to the management of 

capital improvement projects including construction of streets and alleys, traffic signals, screening 
walls, improvements to the water and sewer system and drainage system. 
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Performance Measurement/Community Outcomes Report 
  

Director of Policy and Government Relations Israelson spoke to the Community Outcomes 
Report and performance measures including the methodology of the process starting at the desired 
outcome to determine the actions required to accomplish the goal and provided samples.  He stated the 
report objective was to keep the information concise, focused on items of importance and he outlined 
the data provided for each outward facing department.   Mr. Israelson stated the information provided 
in the survey section of the report was based on business and citizen surveys and employee satisfaction 
survey results.   

 
Mr. Israelson stated the next steps include Council input, a final document printed with an e-

book available on the website, creation of an electronic dashboard, adding internal departments to the 
process, and providing an annual update.

 Police Chief Rushin spoke to the required public hearing and process for distribution of grant 
funds.  He stated Plano is the fiscal agent for the grant due to its population and spoke to Plano 
receiving $23,603 of the $54,457 in available funds for purchase of rifle lasers and suppressors for 
the tactical team marksmen and patrol rifles with necessary accessories if approved by Council.  
Chief Rushin further stated the funds could only be used in the areas of prevention, prosecution, 
corrections, drug treatment, law enforcement programs, and planning the valuation of technology 
programs.   
  

Mayor LaRosiliere opened the Public Hearing.  No one spoke for or against.  Mayor 
LaRosiliere closed the Public Hearing. 
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Public Hearing and adoption of Resolution No. 2014-6-3(R) Con’t. 

 
Upon a motion made by Council Member Downs and seconded by Deputy Mayor Pro Tem 

Harris, the Council voted 8-0 to approve the terms and conditions of an Interlocal Agreement and 
Memorandum of Understanding by and between the City of Plano, the City of McKinney and the 
Collin County Sheriff's Office for the disbursement of the 2014 Edward Byrne Justice Assistance 
Grant funds; and to further adopt Resolution No. 2014-6-3(R). 
 
Public Hearing and adoption of Ordinance No. 2014-6-4 as requested in Zoning Case 2014-11 to 
amend Section 1.600 (Definitions) of Article 1 (General Regulations) and related sections of the 
Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City, Ordinance No. 2006-4-24, as heretofore amended, to 
modify the definition of Commissary; and providing a publication clause, a penalty clause, a repealer 
clause, a savings clause, a severability clause, and an effective date. Applicant: City of Plano 
(Regular Agenda Item “2”) 

 
Director of Planning Day spoke to the amendment allowing additional flexibility for 

restaurants with food trucks to use their restaurant as a commissary, if all mandated health and safety 
requirements are met, instead of having to take the food truck out of Plano for commissary services.  
She stated the change in definition would allow one mobile food establishment owned and operated 
by the restaurant and Staff and the Planning and Zoning Commission recommend approval as 
follows:    (Additions are indicated by underlined text; deletions are shown as strike through text): 
Amend Section 1.600 (Definitions) of Article 1 (General Regulations) to amend the following 
definition for Commissary: 
 

An establishment other than a restaurant in which food, containers, or supplies are kept, 
handled, prepared, packaged, or stored for transportation by mobile food establishments, 
and that serves as an operating base where a mobile food establishment may be stored, 
parked, serviced, cleaned, supplied, and maintained. A restaurant may serve as a 
commissary for one mobile food establishment which is owned and operated by the 
restaurant.   Commissaries must comply with other provisions of the Code of Ordinances. 

 
Mayor LaRosiliere opened the Public Hearing.  Jason Key, owner of Cajun Tailgators, spoke 

in favor of the proposed change.  Mayor LaRosiliere closed the Public Hearing. 
 

Upon a motion made by Council Member Miner and seconded by Council Member Davidson, 
the Council voted 8-0 to amend to amend Section 1.600 (Definitions) of Article 1 (General 
Regulations) and related sections of the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City, Ordinance No. 
2006-4-24, as heretofore amended, to modify the definition of Commissary; as recommended by the 
Planning and Zoning Commission and as requested in Zoning Case 2014-11; and to further adopt 
Ordinance No. 2014-6-4. 
 
Consideration of RFQ No. 2014-202-B for Construction Manager at Risk (CMAR) services to 
Pogue Construction Co., L.P. for the construction of Oak Point Park Nature and Retreat Center in the 
estimated amount not to exceed $5,500,000 and authorizing the City Manager to execute all 
necessary documents. (Regular Agenda Item “3”) 
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Consideration of RFQ No. 2014-202-B Con’t. 

 
Director of Engineering Carr spoke to the project delivery methods the for the Oak Point Park 

Nature and Retreat Center improvements and due to the time constraints he recommends the 
Construction Manager at Risk (CMAR) method.  Mr. Carr stated the CMAR would provide design 
assistance and suggestions, cost estimates, and establish the guaranteed maximum price (GMP).  He 
spoke to the process creating trade packages that would be bid separately and providing timely 
project completion with any cost overruns being the responsibility of the CMAR and any savings 
benefitting the City.  Mr. Carr stated this is a common practice in area cities.   

 
Council Member Downs stated his concerns about having a maximum price and inquired 

about a smaller scale project.  Director of Parks and Recreation Fortenberry spoke to the initial scope 
of the 2005 bond package and 2008 staff allocation of $5 million for the project.  City Manager 
Glasscock stated typically if a project is approved for a specific amount, Staff will present the project 
at that value.  Council Member Davidson inquired as to why the city had not used the CMAR process 
previously.  Mr. Glasscock stated with the new staffing in Engineering, different options were being 
explored.  Council Members Duggan and Gallagher spoke to concerns with the scope of the project 
and completion of the project at a lower funding level.  Mayor LaRosiliere spoke to the importance of 
community investment and following through with voter approved items.   

 
A motion was made by Mayor LaRosiliere and seconded by Mayor Pro Tem Smith, and 

further discussion by Council, to approve RFQ No. 2014-202-B for Construction Manager at Risk 
(CMAR) services to Pogue Construction Co., L.P. for the construction of Oak Point Park Nature and 
Retreat Center in the estimated amount not to exceed $5,500,000.  The Council voted 5-3 with 
Deputy Mayor Pro Tem Harris and Council Members Duggan and Gallagher voting in opposition.  
The motion carried. 
 

Nothing further was discussed.  Mayor LaRosiliere adjourned the meeting at 7:58 p.m.

The Police Department recommends award of contract 2014-34-B in the amount of 
$51,500 to Lifeloc Technologies to provide 200 handheld breath alcohol testing devices 
to the Police Department.  We received quotes from five vendors:

After evaluating vendor quotes and cooperative contracts we determined that Lifeloc 
Technologies provided the lowest cost and best value for the City.  We will use Traffic 
Safety Fund Account 283 for this purchase. 
 
We will provide these devices to all uniformed Patrol Officers and School Resources 
Officers to detect for the presence of alcohol on the breath of drivers during DWI 
investigations, to check minors at party dispersal calls and public venues, and to detect 
the presence of alcohol in open containers.  If this purchase is not approved, officers will 
lack the capability to quantitatively detect for the presence of alcohol during DWI 
investigations and when responding to alcohol related calls for service.

LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT SERVICES AGREEMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT is made and entered by and between the CITY OF PLANO, 
TEXAS, a Home-Rule Municipal Corporation, hereinafter referred to as "City", and 
HALFF ASSOCIATES, INC., a TEXAS Corporation, licensed to do business in the 
State of Texas, hereinafter referred to as "Architect", to be effective from and after the 
date as provided herein. 

W I T N E S S E T H: 

WHEREAS, the City desires to engage the services of the Architect to perform 
landscape architectural services in connection with the COTTONWOOD CREEK 
TRAIL: OAK POINT TO CHAPARRAL project located in the City of Plano, Collin 
County, Texas, hereinafter referred to as the "Project"; and 

WHEREAS, the Architect desires to render such Architectural services for the 
City upon the terms and conditions provided herein. 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the covenants contained herein, 
and for the mutual benefits to be obtained hereby, the parties hereto agree as follows: 

I. Employment of the Architect 

The City hereby agrees to retain the Architect to perform professional services in 
connection with the Project. Architect agrees to perform such services in accordance 
with the terms and conditions of this Agreement. 

II. Scope of Services 

The parties agree that Architect shall perform such services as are set forth and 
described in Exhibit "A", which is attached hereto and thereby made a part of this 
Agreement. The parties understand and agree that deviations or modifications in the 
form of contract modifications orders may be authorized from time to time by the City. 

Ill. Schedule of Work 

The Architect agrees to commence work immediately upon execution of this 
Agreement, and to proceed diligently with said work, except for delays beyond the 
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reasonable control of Architect, to completion as described in the Completion Schedule, 
attached hereto as Exhibit "B" and thereby made a part of this Agreement. 

IV. Compensation and Method of Payment 

The parties agree that Architect shall be compensated for all services provided 
pursuant to this Agreement in the amount and manner described and set forth in the 
Payment Schedule attached hereto and incorporated herein as Exhibit "C". The 
contract amount specified in Exhibit "C" shall not be exceeded without the written 
permission of the City. 

V. Information to be Provided by the City 

The City agrees to furnish, prior to commencement of work, all that information 
requested by Architect and available in City's files. 

VI. Insurance 

Architect agrees to meet all insurance requirements, and to require all 
consultants who perform work for Architect to meet all insurance requirements, as set 
forth on Exhibit "D", which is attached hereto and thereby made a part of this 
Agreement. 

Architect agrees to notify the City of any changes in insurance policy coverage, 
including but not limited to changes in limits and cancellation. The Architect shall notify 
the City in writing of any changes within forty-eight (48) hours of the change. The 
Architect's notice shall include a description of the changes and how those changes 
vary from the insurance requirements of the contracUagreement. 

VII. INDEMNITY 

THE ARCHITECT AGREES TO DEFEND, INDEMNIFY AND HOLD THE CITY 
AND ITS RESPECTIVE OFFICERS, AGENTS AND EMPLOYEES, HARMLESS 
AGAINST ANY AND ALL CLAIMS, LAWSUITS, JUDGMENTS, FINES, PENAL TIES, 
COSTS AND EXPENSES FOR PERSONAL INJURY (INCLUDING DEATH), 
PROPERTY DAMAGE OR OTHER HARM OR VIOLATIONS FOR WHICH 
RECOVERY OF DAMAGES, FINES, OR PENALTIES IS SOUGHT, SUFFERED BY 
ANY PERSON OR PERSONS, THAT MAY ARISE OUT OF OR BE OCCASIONED BY 
ARCHITECT'S BREACH OF ANY OF THE TERMS OR PROVISIONS OF THIS 
CONTRACT, VIOLATIONS OF LAW, OR BY ANY NEGLIGENT, GROSSLY 
NEGLIGENT, INTENTIONAL, OR STRICTLY LIABLE ACT OR OMISSION OF THE 
ARCHITECT, ITS OFFICERS, AGENTS, EMPLOYEES, INVITEES, 
SUBCONTRACTORS, OR SU,B-SUBCONTRACTORS AND THEIR RESPECTIVE 
OFFICERS, AGENTS, OR REPRESENTATIVES, OR ANY OTHER PERSONS OR 
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ENTITIES FOR WHICH THE ARCHITECT IS LEGALLY RESPONSIBLE IN THE 
PERFORMANCE OF THIS CONTRACT. THE INDEMNITY PROVIDED FOR IN THIS 
PARAGRAPH SHALL NOT APPLY TO ANY LIABILITY RESULTING FROM THE 
SOLE NEGLIGENCE OF THE CITY, AND ITS OFFICERS, AGENTS, EMPLOYEES 
OR SEPARATE ARCHITECTS. THE CITY DOES NOT WAIVE ANY 
GOVERNMENTAL IMMUNITY OR OTHER DEFENSES AVAILABLE TO IT UNDER 
TEXAS OR FEDERAL LAW. THE PROVISIONS OF THIS PARAGRAPH ARE 
SOLELY FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE PARTIES HERETO AND ARE NOT INTENDED 
TO CREATE OR GRANT ANY RIGHTS, CONTRACTUAL OR OTHERWISE, TO ANY 
OTHER PERSON OR ENTITY. 

ARCHITECT AT ITS OWN EXPENSE IS EXPRESSLY REQUIRED TO 
DEFEND CITY AGAINST ALL SUCH CLAIMS. CITY RESERVES THE RIGHT TO 
PROVIDE A PORTION OR ALL OF ITS OWN DEFENSE; HOWEVER, CITY IS 
UNDER NO OBLIGATION TO DO SO. ANY SUCH ACTION BY CITY IS NOT TO BE 
CONSTRUED AS A WAIVER OF ARCHITECT'S OBLIGATION TO DEFEND CITY OR 
AS A WAIVER OF ARCHITECT'S OBLIGATION TO INDEMNIFY CITY PURSUANT 
TO THIS AGREEMENT. ARCHITECT SHALL RETAIN DEFENSE COUNSEL WITHIN 
SEVEN (7) BUSINESS DAYS OF CITY'S WRITTEN NOTICE THAT CITY IS 
INVOKING ITS RIGHT TO INDEMNIFICATION UNDER THIS AGREEMENT. IF 
ARCHITECT FAILS TO RETAIN COUNSEL WITHIN THE REQUIRED TIME PERIOD, 
CITY SHALL HAVE THE RIGHT TO RETAIN DEFENSE COUNSEL ON ITS OWN 
BEHALF AND ARCHITECT SHALL BE LIABLE FOR ALL COSTS INCURRED BY 
THE CITY. 

VIII. Independent Contractor 

Architect covenants and agrees that Architect is an independent contractor and 
not an officer, agent, servant or employee of City; that Architect shall have exclusive 
control of and exclusive right to control the details of the work performed hereunder and 
all persons performing same, and shall be responsible for the acts and omissions of its 
officers, agents, employees, contractors, subcontractors and consultants; that the 
doctrine of respondeat superior shall not apply as between City and Architect, its 
officers, agents, employees, contractors, subcontractors and consultants, and nothing 
herein shall be construed as creating a partnership or joint enterprise between City and 
Architect. 

IX. Assignment and Subletting 

The Architect agrees that neither this Agreement nor the work to be performed 
hereunder will be assigned or sublet without the prior written consent of the City. The 
Architect further agrees that the assignment or subletting of any portion or feature of the 
work or materials required in the performance of this Agreement shall not relieve the 
Architect from its full obligations to the City as provided by this Agreement. 
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X. Audits and Records/Prohibited Interest 

The Architect agrees that at any time during normal business hours and as often 
as City may deem necessary, Architect shall make available to representatives of the 
City for examination all of its records with respect to all matters covered by this 
Agreement, and will permit such representatives of the City to audit, examine, copy and 
make excerpts or transcripts from such records, and to make audits of all contracts, 
invoices, materials, payrolls, records of personnel, conditions of employment and other 
data relating to all matters covered by this Agreement, all for a period of one (1) year 
from the date of final settlement of this Agreement or for such other or longer period, if 
any, as may be required by applicable statute or other lawful requirement. 

The Architect agrees that it is aware of the prohibited interest requirements of 
the City Charter and Code of Conduct and will abide by the same. Further, a lawful 
representative of Architect shall execute the affidavit shown in Exhibit "E". Architect 
understands and agrees that the existence of a prohibited interest during the term of 
this contract will render the contract voidable. 

XI. Contract Termination 

The parties agree that City shall have the right to terminate this Agreement with 
or without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice to Architect. In the event of such 
termination, Architect shall deliver to City all finished or unfinished documents, data, 
studies, surveys, drawings, maps, models, reports, photographs or other items 
prepared by Architect in connection with this Agreement. Architect shall be entitled to 
compensation for any and all work completed to the satisfaction of City in accordance 
with the provisions of this Agreement prior to termination. 

XII. Architect's Opinion of Probable Construction Costs 

The parties recognize and agree that any and all opinions of probable 
construction costs prepared by Architect in connection with the Project represent the 
best judgment of Architect as a design professional familiar with the construction 
industry, but that the Architect does not guarantee that any bids solicited or received in 
connection with the Project will not vary from opinions prepared by Architect. 

XIII. Ownership of Documents 

Original drawings and specifications are the property of the Architect; however, 
the Project is the property of the City and Architect may not use the drawings and 
specifications therefor for any purpose not relating to the Project without City's consent. 
City shall be furnished with such reproductions of drawings and specifications as City 
may reasonably require. Upon completion of the work or any earlier termination of this 
Agreement under Article XI, Architect will revise drawings to reflect changes made 
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during construction and he will promptly furnish the City with one (1) complete set of 
reproducible record prints. Prints shall be furnished, as an additional service, at any 
other time requested by City. All such reproductions shall be the property of the City 
who may use them without Architect's permission for any proper purpose including, but 
not limited to, additions to or completion of the Project. However, use of the documents 
for other than their intended purpose shall be at the sole risk of the City. 

XIV. Complete Contract 

This Agreement, including the Exhibits lettered "A" through "E", constitute the 
entire agreement by and between the parties regarding the subject matter hereof and 
supersedes all prior or contemporaneous written or oral understandings. This 
Agreement may only be amended, supplemented, modified or canceled by a duly 
executed written instrument. 

XV. Mailing of Notices 

Unless instructed otherwise in writing, Architect agrees that all notices or 
communications to City permitted or required under this Agreement shall be addressed 
to City at the following address:

A. Paragraph Headings: 

The paragraph headings contained herein are for convenience only and are not 
intended to define or limit the scope of any provision in this Agreement. 
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B. Contract Interpretation: 

Although this Agreement is drafted by the City, should any part be in dispute, the 
parties agree that the Agreement shall not be construed more favorably for either party. 

C. Venue/Governing Law: 

The parties agree that the laws of the State of Texas shall govern this 
Agreement, and that it is performable in Collin County, Texas.

TriTech Software Systems’ Inform Computer Aided Dispatch (CAD) software plays an integral role in 
providing Police and Fire emergency services in the City of Plano. While Inform CAD Version 4.5 has 
served the City well, it is time to upgrade to Version 5.5 to take advantage of enhancements in the 
software which include the capability to identify specific locations that require special responses and a 
notification tool called Advisor that will assist in notifying dispatchers of significant changes in calls for 
service. This upgrade also includes updating the underlying technology from 32-bit to 64-bit 
architecture which will be required for all future CAD software upgrades. 
 
The Technology Services and Public Safety Communications Departments have worked with TriTech 
Software Systems, a sole source provider, to create a plan for this upgrade. The plan calls for 
upgrading the CAD Training environment in August followed by the upgrade of the production 
environment in October, 2014. The upgrade will require re-hosting services from TriTech Software 
Systems for the CAD software from 32-bit to 64-bit on the CAD Training, Production, Hot Standby, 
Reporting and Interface servers.   
 
Technology Services recommends approval of an expenditure of $57,787.60 for re-hosting services 
from TriTech Software Systems. The approval of this expenditure will ensure that City of Plano Public 
Safety staff can take advantage of new capabilities to enhance service to our citizens and continue to 
provide the excellent service that our citizens have come to expect.

Background Information 
 
Previously, as part of the PlanoTV (PTN) division, the city employed a full-time Broadcast 
Engineer. Stan Pierce, who held that position for many years, retired in January. At that time 
we evaluated the needs in this area within the context of changes in technology and the recent 
upgrade of all video and audio systems in the control room.  Staff determined that the current 
systems did not require a full-time staff position to fully support the operations. 
 
A professional services contract was in place with Herbst Technical Services to provide 
network and video editing system support as well as all Apple product support used in 
production and broadcast.  Jeff Herbst has been working in this capacity for four years and is 
thoroughly familiar with the PlanoTV operation and is fully qualified to provide the full support 
of equipment and broadcast functions needed by the city and PlanoTV.   
 
This new agreement with Herbst Technical Services will provide for the full scope of 
engineering support services required to maintain and operate all video, audio, live production 
and broadcast functions associated with PlanoTV.  This contract will provide the highest level 
of support and service that we need in a more cost efficient manner than employing a full-time 
staff person at this time. 
 
Award Justification/Process 
 
Herbst Technical Services has been under contract to provide network and video editing 
support for several years.  Herbst Technical Services was involved with the recent equipment 
upgrade process and is thoroughly familiar with the equipment and operations of the PlanoTV 
function, control room operations, and live broadcast requirements. Herbst is an expert in this 
field and is abreast of all the most recent technology advancements and equipment 
requirements and can provide a full scope of services in the most cost and time efficient 
manner to PlanoTV and Marketing.  This new contract will provide for the full scope of services  
related to design, analysis, testing, integration, deployment and troubleshooting of all digital 
media systems, as well as appropriate level of time commitment by Herbst Technical to 
provide the full support needed to operate and maintain the PlanoTV network, control room, 
editing and live broadcast services.

COMMENTS: Gas Franchise Fee Revenues are included annually in the General Fund Budget. The current gas 
CoServ Gas franchise fee rate of 4% was effective October 1, 2009. This item increases the franchise fee rate 
from 4% to 5% effective January 1, 2014, and also changes from annual payments to quarterly payments. The 
new agreement will generate estimated additional revenue of $18,075 per calendar year, based on the actual 
CoServ Gas franchise payment for calendar year 2013.

Subject: Ordinance Establishing Franchise Agreement with CoServ Gas 
 
 
 
 
The City of Plano and CoServ Gas have come to an agreement to establish a new Franchise 
Agreement to replace Ordinance No. 98-9-32 which expired on November 23, 2012.  While the 
franchise expired years ago, and negotiations have been ongoing, both CoServ has and the City of 
Plano have been operating as if the franchise were still in place with the City of Plano receiving the 
annual franchise fee payment in 2013 and 2014.   
 
The new Franchise Agreement will provide: 
 

Term: Initial term of ten (10) years, with one additional five year term upon agreement 
of the City of Plano and CoServ 

 
Payment: The City of Plano will now receive a five percent (5%) franchise fee based on 

gross revenues. 
 
Frequency: The franchise fee payments will now occur quarterly.

 
The First Reading for this Ordinance was on Monday, May12, 2014.
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An Ordinance of the City of Plano, Texas, granting to CoServ Gas, Ltd., d/b/a CoServ 

Gas, a franchise to furnish and supply gas to the general public in the City of Plano, 

Collin and Denton Counties, Texas, for the transporting, delivery, sale, and distribution of 

gas in and out of, and through said municipality for all purposes; providing for the 

payment of a fee or charge for the use of the streets, alleys, and public ways; providing a 

severability clause, and an effective date. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Plano, Texas, currently has a franchise 

agreement with CoServ Gas that expired on November 23, 2012, and said franchise agreement 

has been continued thereafter on a month-to-month basis; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Plano, Texas finds that it is in the best interest 

of the City to enter into a new franchise agreement with CoServ Gas to furnish and supply gas 

to the general public in the City of Plano, and for the transporting, delivery, sale, and distribution 

of gas in, out of, and through said municipality for all purposes; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 

PLANO, TEXAS: 

This Franchise Agreement (this “Agreement”) is made and entered into by and between 

CoServ Gas, Ltd., a Texas limited partnership doing business as CoServ Gas (hereinafter 

referred to as "Company"), and the City of Plano, Texas, a Home-Rule Municipal Corporation 

(hereinafter referred to as "City").  For and in consideration of the covenants and agreements 

contained herein, and for the mutual benefits to be obtained hereby, the parties hereto agree as 

follows: 

Section I.  Grant of Franchise, Term, and Use 

(A)  City hereby grants to Company, its successors and assigns subject to Section XI 

herein, consent to use and occupy the present and future Public Rights-of-Way of the City for 

the purpose of laying, maintaining, constructing, operating, removing and replacing therein and 

thereon the System needed and necessary to deliver gas in, out of, and through said City and to 

sell gas to persons, firms, and corporations, including all the general public, within the City’s 

corporate limits. 

(B)  The term of this Agreement begins on the Effective Date (as defined below) and 

ends on December 31, 2023.  The term may be extended for one additional five year term by 

mutual agreement of the City and the Company upon approval by the City Council of the City.  

(C)  The terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement represent the terms and 

conditions under which the Company shall construct, operate, maintain, remove and replace the 

System within the City.  In order to accept the franchise granted herein, the Company must 
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evidence its written acceptance of the terms and conditions of this Agreement by executing and 

delivering to the City a letter in the form attached hereto as Exhibit “A” and incorporated herein.   

(D)  By entering into this Agreement, the City does not in any manner surrender or waive 

its regulatory or other authority or rights pursuant to the Constitution and statutes of the State of 

Texas as the same may be amended, nor any of its rights and powers pursuant to present or 

future ordinances of the City.  Likewise, Company’s acceptance of the terms of this Agreement 

shall in no way affect or impair Company’s rights, obligations or remedies under any federal, 

state or local law or regulation, nor shall such acceptance be deemed a waiver, release or 

relinquishment of Company’s rights to contest, appeal or file suit with respect to any action or 

inaction of the City, including adoption of ordinances by the City, that Company believes is 

contrary to this Agreement or any federal, state or local law or regulation. 

Section II.  Definitions 

(A)  “City” shall mean the City of Plano, Texas 

(B)  “Company” shall mean CoServ Gas, it successors and assigns, but does not include 

a CoServ affiliate, which shall have no rights hereunder except by succession or assignment in 

accordance with Section XI herein.    

(C)  “City Manager” shall mean the City Manager of the City or his or her designee. 

(D)  “Gross Revenues” shall mean: 

(1) all revenues derived, directly or indirectly, from the sale of gas to 

all classes of customers in the City (excluding gas sold to another 

gas utility in the City for resale to its customers within City); 

(2) all revenues derived from the transportation of gas through the 

System of Company within the City to customers located within 

the City (excluding gas transported to another gas utility in the City 

for resale to its customers within City); 

(3) the purchase price or, if the purchase price is not disclosed to the 

Company by the Transport Customer, the value of gas transported 

by Company for Transport Customers through the System of 

Company within the City (“Third Party Sales”) (excluding the value 

of any gas transported to another gas utility in City for resale to its 

customers within City). Each Transport Customer of the Company 

shall disclose to the Company the purchase price of said gas.  

Should the Transport Customer fail or refuse to disclose such 

purchase price to Company, the value of such gas shall be 

established by utilizing 110% of the Houston Ship Channel index 

of prices for large package of gas as published each month in 
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“Inside FERC’s Gas Market Report” under “Delivered Spot-Gas 

Prices” (or a successor publication or another publication agreed 

upon by City and Company) as reasonably near the time as the 

transportation service is performed;  

(4) payments received for contributions in aid of construction 

performed within the City, including but not limited to, builder 

contributions, under contracts entered into after the Effective Date; 

and 

(5) fees paid pursuant to this Agreement, revenues from non-utility 

and non-regulated services or products, revenues billed but not 

ultimately collected or received by Company, and the following 

“miscellaneous charges”:  

(a) charges to connect, disconnect, or reconnect gas,  

(b) charges to handle returned checks from consumers 

within the City, and 

(d) State gross receipts fees. 

 “Gross Revenues” shall not include: 

(1)  the revenue of any Affiliate or subsidiary of Company; 

(2)  other than fees specifically included within the definition of Gross 

Revenues and fees payable pursuant to Section VII below, any 

taxes or fees required to be remitted to a third party including the 

City; 

(3)  interest or investment income earned by Company;  

(4)  monies received from the lease or sale of real or personal 

property, provided, however, that this exclusion does not apply to 

the lease of System Facilities within the Public Right-of-Way; 

(5) amounts billed or collected from Company’s customers for 

refundable fees and deposits; 

(6) State or federal grants, credits or reimbursements; 

(7) reimbursements for damage to, or relocation of, any part of the 

System; and  

(8) amounts billed or collected by the Company from its customers for 

charitable contributions such as Operation Roundup. 
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 (E)  “Person” shall mean any natural person, or any association, firm, partnership, joint 

venture, corporation, or other legally recognized entity, whether for-profit or not-for-profit, but 

shall not, unless the context explicitly requires otherwise, include the City or any employee, 

agent, servant, representative or official of the City. 

(F)  “Public Right-of-Way” shall mean public streets, alleys, highways, thoroughfares and 

sidewalks of the City, as they now exist or may be hereafter constructed or extended within the 

corporate limits of the City. 

(G)  “Right of Way Management Ordinance” shall mean City of Plano Ordinance No. 

2001-3-20, as may be amended from time to time. 

(H)  “System” or “System Facilities” shall mean all of the Company’s pipes, pipelines, 

gas mains, laterals, feeders, regulators, meters, fixtures, connections and other infrastructure 

and appurtenant equipment used for or incident to providing delivery, transportation, distribution, 

supply and sales of natural gas for, but not limited to, heating, lighting, and power, located within 

the corporate limits of the City. 

(I)  “Transport Customer” shall mean any person or entity for which Company delivers 

gas through the System of Company within the City for delivery or consumption within the City.   

(J)  "Affiliate" shall mean any individual, partnership, association, joint stock company, 

limited liability company, trust, corporation, or other Person or entity who owns or controls, or is 

owned or controlled by, or is under common ownership or control with, the entity in question. 

Section III.  Conditions of Use and Occupancy 

(A)  This Agreement is granted subject to the laws of the United States of America, State 

of Texas and the City of Plano, Texas including its Charter and City Ordinances. 

(B)  In addition to compliance with federal, state and local law, all construction, work and 

operation of the System done by the Company pursuant to this Agreement shall, to the extent 

not inconsistent with federal or state law or regulatory authority, specifically be in conformance 

with the City of Plano Code of Ordinances, Chapter 19, Article IV, Right-of-Way Management 

Ordinance, as may be amended from time to time, and which is incorporated herein by 

reference as if incorporated in full. The Right-of-Way Management Ordinance may be obtained 

at the City of Plano Municipal Center, Engineering Division, 1520 Avenue K, Plano, Texas.   
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Section IV.  Rates 

 

(A)  Company shall furnish reasonably adequate service to the public at reasonable 

rates and charges therefor, and Company shall maintain its System in good order and condition.  

Such rates shall be established in accordance with all applicable statutes and ordinances.  

Company shall maintain on file with the City copies of its current tariffs, schedules or rates, and 

charges and service rules and regulations applicable to the City.  The rates and charges 

collected from its customers in the City shall be subject to revision and change by either the City 

or Company in the manner provided by law.   

(B)  Company shall be entitled to require from each and every consumer of gas, before 

gas service is commenced, a deposit in an amount calculated pursuant to the Company’s 

service rules and regulations as may be in effect during the term of this Agreement, and which 

are incorporated into this Agreement by reference as if incorporated in full.  Said deposit shall 

be retained and refunded in accordance with such service rules and regulations, and shall bear 

interest as and to the extent provided in Chapter 183 of the Texas Utilities Code, as it may be 

amended from time to time.  Company shall be entitled to apply said deposit with accrued 

interest to any indebtedness owed Company by the consumer making the deposit. 

Section V.  Extensions of Mains 

Company shall not be required to extend mains on any Public Right-of-Way more than 

one hundred (100) feet for any one consumer of gas; provided, however, Company is not 

required to extend its mains or facilities if the customer will not use gas for space heating and 

water heating, or the equivalent load, at a minimum. 

Section VI.  Non-Exclusive Use 

The rights and privileges granted to Company by this Agreement are not to be 

considered exclusive and City hereby expressly reserves the right to grant, at any time, like 

privileges and rights as it may see fit to any other person or corporation for the purpose of 

furnishing gas for, but not limited to, light, heat, and power to and for City and the inhabitants 

thereof.  City shall not grant any more favorable conditions, including franchise fee, to any other 

gas utility franchisee than are granted herein to Company. 

Section VII.  Franchise Fee and Payment  

(A)  In consideration of the privilege granted by the City to Company to use and occupy 

the Public Rights-of-Way in the City for the purposes stated herein, Company, its successors 

and assigns, agrees to deliver and pay to City, and City agrees to accept a franchise fee in an 

amount equivalent to five percent (5%) of the Company’s Gross Revenues as defined in Section 

II (D).   The initial payment shall be paid to the City by Company on or before the Due Date for 
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the Quarter, as set forth below, in which the Effective Date occurs, and shall include Gross 

Revenues received by Company from the Effective Date of this Ordinance.  Thereafter the 

Company shall pay quarterly as follows: 

Due Date  Quarter 

May 15  First (January 1 - March 31) 

August 15  Second (April 1 - June 30) 

November 15  Third (July 1 - September 30) 

February 15  Fourth (October 1 - December 31) 

(B)  Each payment due during the term of this Agreement will be made by wire transfer 

on or before the close of business on the payment due date.  If any payment due date required 

by this Agreement falls on a weekend or declared bank holiday, payment shall be made by wire 

transfer on or before the close of business of the last working day prior to the payment due date.  

Payment shall be considered timely made if Company requests the wire transfer by the wire 

transfer deadline of its bank on the payment due date. 

(C)  It is expressly agreed that the aforesaid payment shall be in lieu of any payments for 

the right to use the Public Rights-of-Way of said City, including expressly the charge permitted 

to be levied by V.T.C.A, Tax Code sec. 182.021-182.026 and 182.081-182.082, or any 

successor statute permitting such a charge, however designated.  Should City not have the 

legal power to agree that the payment of the foregoing sum of money shall be in lieu of all 

charges for the use of the Public Rights-of-Way of the City of Plano, the City agrees that it will 

apply so much of said sum of money paid as may be necessary to satisfy Company’s 

obligations, if any, to pay such charges. 

 

(D)  If Company fails to pay when due any payment provided for in this Section, 

Company shall pay such amount plus interest consistent with the rate for customer deposits 

under Texas Utilities Code Section 183.003 from such due date until payment is received by 

City. 

 

(E)  CoServ Gas Franchise Fee Recovery Tariff 

1. The Company may from time-to-time file with the City a tariff 
amendment(s) to provide for the recovery of the franchise fees payable by the Company under 
this Agreement. 

2.  City agrees that it will take no action, nor cause any other person or 
entity to take any action, to prohibit the recovery of such franchise fees by the Company.  
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(F)  In order to determine the Gross Revenues received by Company, Company agrees 

that quarterly, on the same date that payment is made as provided in the preceding paragraphs 

of this Section VII, it will provide a statement showing the amount of Gross Revenues for the 

period covered by the payments.   

Section VIII.  Retention and Accessibility of Records 

(A)  Company shall maintain the fiscal records and supporting documentation for 

payments of Gross Revenues associated with this Agreement for five years.  

(B)  Company gives City, its designee, or any of their duly authorized representatives, 

access to and the right to examine relevant books, accounts, records, audit reports, reports, 

files, documents, written material, and other papers belonging to or in use by Company 

pertaining to this Agreement (the “Records”) during the Company’s regular business hours and 

at the Company’s principal offices upon receipt of ten (10) business days written notice from the 

City.  The City’s access to the Records will be limited to information needed to verify that, within 

the three (3) year period prior to such access to the Records, Company is and has been 

complying with the terms of this Agreement.  Any information that is not required by law to be 

made public shall be kept confidential by City.  The City shall provide notice to Company of any 

request for release of information previously designated by Company as proprietary or 

confidential non-public information prior to releasing the information so as to allow Company 

adequate time to pursue available remedies for protection.  If the City receives a request under 

the Texas Public Information Act that includes Company’s previously designated proprietary or 

confidential information, City will request an opinion from the Texas Attorney General as to the 

confidential or the proprietary nature of the document(s).  The City also will provide Company 

with notice of the request, and thereafter Company is responsible for establishing that an 

exception under the Texas Public Information Act allows the City to withhold the information.  If 

such an examination reveals that Company has underpaid City, then upon receipt of written 

notification from City regarding the existence of such underpayment, Company shall undertake 

a review of City’s claim and if said underpayment is confirmed, remit the amount of 

underpayment to City, including any interest calculated in accordance with Section VII.(D). The 

cost of the audit shall be borne by City unless the Company is finally determined to have 

underpaid the franchise fee by five percent (5%) or more, in which case the reasonable costs of 

the audit shall be immediately reimbursed to the City by the Company.   The rights to access the 

Records shall terminate one (1) year after the termination or expiration of this Agreement.  

Failure to provide reasonable access to the Records to authorized City representatives shall 

give the City the right to suspend this Agreement as provided for in Section IX below.  In the 

event of an audit by the City, all Records related to such audit shall be retained by Company for 

a period of five (5) years after all performance requirements are achieved for audit purposes 

and until such audits or other administrative, civil or criminal matters including, but not limited to, 

investigations, lawsuits, administrative inquiries and open record requests are completed.  

Company agrees to maintain the Records in an accessible location.

Section IX.  Renegotiation 

If either the City or the Company requests renegotiation of any term of this Agreement, 

Company and City agree to renegotiate in good faith revisions to any and all terms of this 

Agreement.  If the parties cannot come to agreement upon any provisions being renegotiated, 

then the existing provisions of this Agreement will continue in effect for the remaining term of the 

Franchise. 

Section X.  Termination 

(A)  The City, in accordance with subsection (B) below, may terminate this Agreement 

and all rights and privileges pertaining thereto, in the event that the Company violates any 

material provision of this Agreement (a “default”).   

(B)  In the event of a default of this Agreement, City shall give written notice to Company 

specifying the nature of the default and the Company shall have thirty (30) days after the receipt 

of such notice to cure the default and come into compliance with the terms and conditions of this 

Agreement.  If Company fails to cure the default within thirty (30) days of the notice, or as longer 

provided by written agreement of the parties, then this Agreement shall be subject to termination 

by decision of City Council.   

Section XI.  Successors and Assigns 

This Agreement may not be assigned, in whole or in part, without the express written 

consent of the City expressed by ordinance, as required in Section 10.02 of the City Charter.  

Section XII.  Notices 

Any notice required or permitted to be delivered hereunder shall be deemed received 

three (3) business days after sent by United States Mail, postage prepaid, certified mail, return 

receipt requested, addressed to the party at the address set forth below (or such other address 

as such party may subsequently designate in writing) or on the day actually received if sent by 

courier or otherwise hand delivered.

 Section XIII.  Severability; Ordinance Controlling  

It is the intention of the City Council that this Ordinance, and every provision thereof, 

shall be considered severable, and the invalidity or unconstitutionality of any section, clause, 

provision or portion of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity or constitutionality of any other 

portion of this Ordinance.  Both the Company and the City expressly recognize that this 

Ordinance creates a binding and enforceable contract between them, which contract may not be 

amended without written consent of both the Company and the City.  Should any inconsistency 

or conflict exist now or in the future between the provisions of this Ordinance and the City’s 

charter or another ordinance or ordinances, then the provisions of this Ordinance shall control to 

the extent of such inconsistency or conflict to the extent not prohibited by law. Notwithstanding 

the foregoing, the failure of this Ordinance to include provisions that exist in other City rules, 

regulations, or ordinances, does not affect the enforceability of such other City rules, 

regulations, or ordinances, whether fully set out herein or not. 

Section XIV.  Governing Law 

This Agreement shall be governed and construed in accordance with the laws of the 

State of Texas, without giving effect to any conflicts of law rule or principle that might result in 

the application of the laws of another jurisdiction.  Venue for any action concerning this 

Agreement, the transactions contemplated hereby or the liabilities or obligations imposed 

hereunder shall be in the State District Court of Collin County, Texas.

Section XV. Rate and Compliance Review 

Company agrees that City may, at any time during the term of this agreement, employ at 

the expense of Company, expert assistance and advice in determining fair, just, and reasonable 

rates to be charged by Company to its consumers in the corporate limits of City. Company 

agrees to pay reasonable expenses in connection therewith, or reimburse City for the same, 

which expense Company shall be entitled to reoover through rates and tariffs.

Report on 2014-2015 Federal Grant Recommendations 

SUMMARY OF RECOMMENDATIONS: 

The Community Services Division has a total of $1,684,961 in federal funds and program 
income to be allocated for 2014-15. This amount is derived as follows: 

New 2014-15 CDBG Grant amount:       $1,175,330 
New 2014-15 HOME Grant amount:  $   386,631 
Estimated CDBG Program Income for 2012-13: $   120,000 
Estimated HOME Program Income for 2012-13: $       3,000 
Total Amount:   $1,684,961 

Each year projected program income must be included in the allocations.  For 2014-15, staff 
has estimated $123,000 in program income and must include the additional funds in the year’s 
total.  The actual amount collected may be substantially less or more.  

Because there is uncertainty about the actual amount of program income the City will collect 
and because nearly all of the income is generated by the housing rehabilitation program’s loans, 
program income is typically allocated to the housing rehabilitation program rather than to a 
particular agency.  If there is a shortfall, the housing rehabilitation program is best able to 
absorb the loss because of the large amount of funding it receives.  This year, the rehabilitation 
program did not receive HOME funds, so HOME program income was allocated to the first-time 
homebuyer assistance program as that program has remaining HOME funds to be spent in the 
2014 grant year. 

Public services can be funded through CDBG, but are limited to 15% of the total of CDBG 
entitlement funds and the prior year’s program income. Public services are defined as activities 
directed toward improving community services, including employment, crime prevention, child 
care, health, drug abuse, education, fair housing counseling, energy conservation, welfare, or 
recreational needs, and which do not fall under any other CDBG category.  The 2014-15 CDBG 
public service grant amount is calculated to be $216,178, at the maximum 15%.  Any change in 
the recommendations should take the public service cap (15% limit) into account.   

HUD expects the City to use CDBG and HOME funds to meet the goals expressed in the Five-
Year Consolidated Plan, which are included in the Action Plan.  In our annual report to HUD and 
the community, we are expected to explain our progress in meeting these goals, using our 
available resources.  These goals are noted within the Action Plan document. 

The Commission’s recommendations for the use of the 2014-15 grants are detailed in the Action 
Plan, but a summary is in the below table.  Twenty two agency requests, in the amount of 
$2,270,675, were considered for CDBG and HOME funding. Thirteen agencies were 
recommended by the Commission for funding; however one request was withdrawn after the 
agency recieved funding to pay for the requested expenses. Of the nine agency requests not 



recommended for CDBG and HOME funds, three are recommended for Buffington Community 
Service Grant funds. The remaining requests were not funded for one or more of the following 
reasons: (1) a lack of funding availability, (2) the request did not comply with federal regulations 
or (3) the request was deemed as a non-emergency, building maintenance expense that the 
agency could utilize other funding to obtain.

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Executive Summary

As part of the Federal regulations guiding the development of this document, the City is required to
provide an executive summary to include objectives and outcomes identified for the plan year, an
evaluation of past performance and a summary of citizen participation.

The City of Plano 2014-15 Action Plan details activities that will utilize U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development (HUD) funds starting October 1, 2014. Public participation was requested through
grant hearings as stated in the Citizen Participation Plan. The activities were then presented as
recommendations of the Community Relations Commission for the use of funding from HUD's Community
Development Block Grant (CDBG) and HOME Investment Partnership Grant (HOME) and the City's
Buffington Community Services Grant.

Priorities for funding are established through the 2010-2014 City of Plano Consolidated Plan. All federal
funds must be used to create suitable living environments, provide decent housing and create economic
opportunities for citizens of the community. The City of Plano also combines general funds with HUD
funds to achieve these objectives and outcomes. This Action Plan serves as year four of the five year
Consolidated Plan.

2014-15 Objectives and Outcomes

The following are the FY 2014 objectives and outcomes identified for funding in the 2014-15 Annual
Action Plan.

Decent Housing

Objective 1: To preserve and enhance existing housing stock through home rehabilitation.

Outcome: Provide programs to rehabilitate and improve the existing stock of homes occupied by
low and moderate income owners.

Objective 2: To create affordable homeownership opportunities through homeownership assistance,
new construction and/or acquisition and rehabilitation of land and properties for income qualifying
households.

Outcome: Provide assistance to homebuyers with downpayment assistance, closing cost assistance,
and/or homebuyer education and counseling.

Suitable Living Environment

Objective: Fund public service activities serving primarily lower income persons and those with special
needs.

Outcome 1: Provide support to organizations that engage in public services for Plano residents,
especially special needs populations, including but not limited to low income elderly, persons with
disabilities, persons with HIV/AIDS and at-risk youth.

Outcome 2: Assist homeless supportive services across the entire spectrum of need, from
homelessness to self-sufficiency, with the continued emphasis on homelessness prevention.
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Economic Opportunities

Objective: Create and/or expand opportunities for small businesses and/or microenterprises.

Outcome: Support activities that provide job training and assist with job/small business creation.

Evaluation of Past Performance

Since October 1, 2013, the City of Plano has invested approximately $895,000 dollars of HUD funds in
the community to meet objectives and outcomes outlined in the 2010-2014 Consolidated Plan. Activities
included $530,429 in CDBG and $157,348 in HOME funds to create and/or improve Plano's affordable
housing stock and $52,324 for homelessness prevention. An additional $154,899 was spent on services
to assist the elderly, disabled adults, at-risk youth, patients living with AIDS/HIV, and provide grant
administration. In addition to federal funds, the City leveraged non-federal dollars to accomplish stated
objectives.

HUD regulations require CDBG funds be expended in a timely manner. No more than 1.5 times the
current grant year allocation can be available on the timeliness test date. The City's rating is currently
at 1.36 and will be well below the required rate of 1.5 on HUD's test date of August 1, 2014.

On October 1, 2014, the City will enter the fourth year of the 2010-2014 Consolidated Plan. Much
progress has beenmade toward addressing annual objectives. The 2013 Action Plan year ends September
30, 2014. Overall, activities have been successful in meeting objectives and some exceeded expectations.

Citizen Participation

The Plano City Council appoints the Community Relations Commission (CRC) as the policy recommending
body through which the community can participate in funding allocations for HUD and City of Plano
Buffington Community Service Grant funds. The CRC is made up of Plano residents who coordinate
with staff to oversee a citizen participation process andmake recommendations that affect the community.
In early January 2014, the City of Plano notified organizations that expressed interest in providing
services to Plano residents of available funding through electronic mail, letters sent by the U.S. Post
Office, the Plano Star Courier, the web at www.planoplanning.org and announcements via community
forums for non-profit organizations.

Applications were accessible via the City’s website. To assist interested agencies in applying, City staff
held two mandatory application training sessions on January 28th and 29th. One-on-one technical
assistance was also made available. Of the 33 organizations, 81% met with staff to request general
guidance in preparing their application before official submission. On March 30th, the City published a
notice in the Plano Star Courier informing the public of hearings for the use of CDBG and HOME funds.
Agenda notices were posted at City Hall and online. The CRC then held public hearings for those desiring
to speak on 2014 funding allocations on April 8th, April 15th, April 22nd and April 29th.

On May 13, 2014,the CRC made recommendations for the use of grant funding. A proposed summary
of the 2014 use of funds and draft Action Plan was published in the Plano Star Courier newspaper on
June 15, 2014. The 30 day public comment period began on June 16, 2014 and ended on July 16, 2014.
In addition to listing CRC funding recommendations, it also explained how to obtain a copy of the City
of Plano Draft 2014-15 Action Plan and noted the City Council public hearing date on June 23, 2014.

Summary of Citizen Comments

Comments receivedweremade during CRChearings by organization representatives regarding information
presented in their written application. To date, no written or public comments have been received by City
staff.
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Resources

The City of Plano will use both CDBG and HOME funds during FY 2014. The following represents the
FY 2014 CDBG and HOME entitlement allocations as compared to last year.

The 2014 approval of HUD funds, despite sequestration, resulted in an approximate 2% increase compared
to funds available in 2013. However, decreases over previous consecutive years have had a continual
impact on affordable housing, public services (social services), and grant administration.

For the upcoming grant year, our affordable housing programs will be funded with 62% of the CDBG
allocation and 90% of the HOME allocation. Even with a increase overall, our affordable housing partners,
Habitat for Humanity, Plano Housing Corporation and Christ United Methodist Church’s 'House on the
Corner' are still limited to a minimal number of potential homeowners they can assist.

In addition to allocated funds, the City expects to receive program income from rehabilitation and
homebuyer loans from both the CDBG and HOME. In FY 2014, the City anticipates receiving at least
$120,000 in CDBG and $3,000 in HOME program income.

The City will also use general fund dollars to further support objectives and outcomes established in the
2010-2014 Consolidated Plan via the Buffington Community Services Grant in totaling $269,330 and
30% of indirect costs.

Additional resources to the community include the Plano Housing Authority which receives an annual
contract of approximately $5 million and assists more than 900 households with vouchers each month.
The City has supported Low- Income Housing Tax Credit projects but is not involved in any projects at
this time nor does the City expect to receive McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act funds from the
Metro Dallas Homeless Alliance Continuum of Care (CoC) during the upcoming grant year.

The City of Plano will meet the 25% HOME match requirement through volunteer labor and donations
received by Habitat for Humanity of South Collin County's Plano projects and Christ United Methodist
Church's 'House on the Corner' project.

The above mentioned federal funds will be used to leverage private sector and non-federal public
resources to aid organizations in providing services to Plano residents. Funds provided by the City of
Plano to organizations are not enough to support their entire program. For public service organizations,
these funds help leverage state, foundation, and sometimes other federal dollars to provide a continuum
of services. For non-public service organizations, CDBG and HOME funds are used to leverage private
bank funds and other federal programs to assist homeowners and homebuyers in improving or purchasing
a home.

Public Housing

The Plano Housing Authority (PHA) fills an important need in the community for low income Plano
residents. Through the use of Section 8 vouchers and a small portion of public housing units, Plano's
most vulnerable populations avoid homelessness. The City of Plano will continue to work with the Plano
Housing Authority to assist in encouraging residents to participate in the PHA Self Sufficiency Program.
PHA residents participating in the program attend the City of Plano's eight hour, HUD-approved,
homeownership class. After attending the class, the PHA leverages City of Plano First-Time Homebuyer
funds to assist Self Sufficiency Program participants in becoming a homeowner.

Though PHA is not designated as "troubled" by HUD, the City of Plano continues to work with the PHA
and is available to assist them, if needed.

Homeless and Special Needs

The City of Plano outlined its homeless strategy in its 2010-2014 Consolidated Plan. The strategies and
objectives below will be funded by both City general funds and HUD funds. The City will use available
resources toward reducing and ending homelessness as follows:

The City will provide funding to local agencies which offer homeless services and support the Collin
County Homeless Coalition (CCHC) in uniting the community by increasing awareness, coordinating and
facilitating information.

The City will (i) continue outreach and assistance by staff and the Police Department through participation
in the (CCHC) annual Point-in-Time Homeless Count, (ii) fund and support local agencies with the creation
of additional emergency shelter and transitional housing, (iii) support the CCHC's strategic plan efforts
to focus on children and families, domestic violence victims and unaccompanied youth.

The City will continue its Homelessness Prevention Program coordinated through Samaritan Inn, Inc.
The program provides rent/mortgage and/or utility assistance to eligible persons with extremely low to
low-income. Case management is required to ensure participants of the programmove from being at-risk
of becoming homeless to stably housed.

The City supports Section 202 Housing through Plano Community Homes. In addition, city general and
federal funds will support Health Services of North Texas, Maurice Barnett Geriatric Wellness Center,
Texas Muslim Women's Foundation, Inc., Hope's Door and LaunchAbility to support special needs
populations including persons with HIV/AIDS, the elderly/frail elderly, domestic violence victims and
persons with disabilities.
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Barriers to Affordable Housing

The City of Plano continues to work at removing barriers to affordable housing and prevent barriers from
arising for Plano residents. In 2010, the City of Plano conducted an Analysis of Impediments to Fair
Housing (AI). The AI produced a Fair Housing Action Plan that the City began following in 2010-11 and
will continue to follow in 2014-15. The Fair Housing Action Plan suggested that the following activities
be taken to reduce the fair housing impediments:

Action Item 1: Make it easier for residents to find information about fair housing and the complaint
process. The City has improved its website by:

Defining fair housing on the website. Discuss what fair housing is and provide the basics of the
federal Fair Housing Act and the City’s fair housing ordinance.

Providing instructions for filing a complaint.

Providing links to the Texas Workforce Commission Civil Rights Division (TWCCRD) and HUD’s
websites.

Providing cross links with the Plano Housing Authority’s website.

In addition, the City is partnering with the housing authority and local housing non-profits to promote
education and understanding of fair housing laws and rights through some of the following activities:

Fair housing presentations at neighborhood meetings and community events;

Displaying fair housing brochures and posters at community/recreation centers,in schools, health
clinics, non-profits and city/county agencies that are frequented by populations most vulnerable to
housing discrimination.

Action Item 2: Continue policies to encourage and create mixed types of housing, affordable to
households of all income levels.

The City has several policies that encourage housing opportunities for low and moderate income
households. The City's Housing Infill ordinance allows the City to acquire, donate land and/or
allocate other funds toward the development of affordable housing.

The City's Housing Density Policy Statement that is part of its Comprehensive Plan outlines guiding
principles for the development of larger scale, multifamily developments to avoid concentrations of
such housing types. The policy statement includes a discussion of the positives of multifamily
developments and counters common mythis about multifamily developments. The document is a
very positive step toward increasing public awareness about housing diversity and reducing
NIMBYism.

The City is actively working to increase the mix of housing type and pricing in Plano through
development of two new zoning districts.

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The City has a mobile home zoning district and allows by right a minimum single family house size
of 800 square feet.

The City has adopted the International Building Code and does not allow construction in the floodplain.

Fostering Affordable Housing

In 2014-15, the City will continue addressing all of the actions set forth in the AI as well as continue to
work to ensure City zoning and other ordinances are conducive to the creation of more affordable housing
in Plano. Organizations developing affordable housing in Plano will continue to receive funding to address
the needs consistent with the Consolidated Plan. Additionally, through the City's Housing Rehabilitation
program, the City of Plano will acquire and rehabilitate affordable homes (including foreclosures) for sale
to low-to-moderate income households.

Meeting Underserved Needs

The need for assistance to help under-served populations in Plano continues to grow with the unstable
economy and unemployment. Moreover, the long-term decrease in HUD funding, places a strain on the
available funds to assist organizations helping under-served populations. The City of Plano will continue
to address the gap in services and needs of under-served communities through City general funds. In
an effort to further help under-served populations, the City's Community Relations Commission changed
the funding priorities for City general funds. All City-funded FY 2014 activities provide short-term, urgent
economic assistance or care services, offering immediate relief of crisis impacting the physical and/or
mental health of Plano residents. General categories for such assistance and care include food, clothing,
shelter, transportation, and medical or crisis counseling care.

The City will also address underserved needs in other areas such as business and outreach. The City's
Housing Rehabilitation program diligently works to include minority and women-owned contractors in
the program's contracting opportunities. Letters will continue to be sent describing the rehabilitation
program and requesting applications be completed for inclusion on the home improvement and
rehabilitation contractor list. City staff will make efforts to attend events and meetings that minority and
women-owned contractors sponsor. Also, staff will continue to attend community meetings that are
minority focused, such as "Unidos" held in the City of Plano in order to encourage minorities and women
to participate in our programs.

Anti-Poverty Strategy

The City of Plano's anti-poverty strategies include assisting organizations that provide services for families
living in poverty and to help families escape poverty. Through City general funds and HUD funds, families
living in poverty have access to health care, education, food and support services. The City works closely
with homeowners and community groups to promote neighborhood involvement and neighborhood
revitalization which lead to the reduction of poverty and strengthen community and family values.
Through the City's "Love Where You Live" program, neighborhoods are revitalized and communities are
strengthened through acts of kindness, outreach and volunteerism. The program allows the City to
collaborate with various community, faith-based, and educational groups to make neighborhood and
home improvements. Using the City's Neighborhood Enhancement Tool, assessments are completed
to decide which neighborhoods should be engaged in community projects. As a result, these anti-poverty
strategies strengthen families and the entire community.

Lead Paint Hazards

Lead-based paint hazards are addressed through the Housing Rehabilitation program. Homes are
evaluated for lead paint and, when necessary, such hazards are mitigated. Actions taken to reduce
lead-based paint will be conducted in accordance with HUD’s lead-based paint regulations. In addition,

homes to be purchased through the First-Time Homebuyer Program that fail the required visual paint
inspection may be mitigated for lead paint. If lead paint is present, the owner will be informed of the
appropriate requirements to respond to the lead paint, and the purchase will not proceed with federal
funds unless and until interim controls are completed.

Inter-agency Coordination

Inter-agency coordination is important to the institutional infrastructure surrounding HUD and city funded
programs. Institutional structure is developed through financial assistance from the CDBG, HOME,
City-funded grants, and other City general funds. Coordination between public and private housing
agencies and social service agencies is promoted. The collaboration between the City, Samaritan Inn,
Inc. and the Assistance Center of Collin County will continue to provide transportation to homeless
individuals who are potential clients for shelter services at Samaritan Inn, Inc. The City also participates
in the Collin County Social Services Association, Collin County Homeless Coalition, Metro Dallas Homeless
Alliance (MDHA)-Continuum of Care, National Community Development Association and the Texas
Health Resources Community Council. Public housing resident initiatives are supported by the Plano
Housing Authority. The City also coordinates with Texas Department of Housing and Community Affairs
(TDHCA), local faith-based groups and banks to address the needs of Plano residents.

Program Specific Requirements

The purpose of monitoring activities funded by HUD and the City of Plano is to ensure that the activity
is successfully carried out and compliant with all applicable rules and regulations. Where the activity is
to be performed by a subrecipient or a CHDO, a contract between the agency and the City is signed.
The contract specifies what will be done with the money allocated, and the rules and regulations which
apply. In addition, City staff will meet with the agencies prior to the start of the grant year to explain the
required record-keeping and provide each agency a compliance manual online.

To ensure that HOME and CDBG funds for affordable housing are committed and spent in a timely
manner, the City will review monthly the progress of expenditures. In situations where the expenditures
are not timely, staff will work with the subrecipient or CHDO to rectify the situation.

The monitoring process consists of the following steps:

1. Notification to subrecipient or CHDO of scheduled monitoring visit.

2. Entrance conference with agency staff to explain what will be done during the visit.

3. Review documents justifying expenditures and work completed or in progress to determine the
quality of the work and whether it complies with regulations and codes.

4. Financial and program review of income qualification documents, when applicable.

5. Review of HOME match documentation, when applicable.

6. On-site inspection of housing units under way and completed, where applicable.

7. Exit conference to report tentative conclusions and findings to agency staff.

8. Written follow-up detailing any problems found and request for a response explaining how the
problem(s) will be corrected.

9. When necessary, additional follow-up visit to see that problems have been corrected, including
re-inspection for cited corrections in housing units.

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In most cases, monitoring visits will be conducted when work is complete. However, in some instances,
particularly with new subrecipients or CHDOs, more frequent monitoring visits will be conducted.

HOME funds will not be used for rental assistance; therefore, there will be no requirement to monitor for
long-term compliance with property standards.

CDBG

In accordance with HUD requirements set forth in 91.220(l)(1), the information below addresses the
2013-14 CDBG programmatic status.

1. The City expects to receive $120,000 in CDBG program income from low-interest rehabilitation
loans during GY2014-15. The City does not have float-funded activities.

2. All program income from the preceding program year was included in the 2012 CAPER.
3. The City does not have a Section 108 loan project.
4. The City does not have surplus funds related to any urban renewal settlement.
5. Grant funds returned to the line of credit were included in a prior Action Plan.
6. The City does not have float-funded activities.
7. The City has not certified any urgent need activities.
8. The City estimates at least 80% of all CDBG funds will be used on activities tobenefit persons of

low- and moderate-income.

HOME

The Consolidated and Further Continuing Appropriations Act of 2012 P.L 112-55) imposed new
requirements on projects that receive funds from the HOME Investment Partnerships Program (HOME)
for FY 2012 and beyond. City staff has implemented the new requirements into our procedures and
written agreements for developers.

1. The City will not use forms of investment other than those described in 24 CFR 92.205(b).

2. The City will not use HOME funds to refinance existing debt secured by multifamily housing.

3. To ensure affordability, the City of Plano will impose recapture requirements on homeownership
projects receiving subsidy that do not continue to reside in the residence for the entire affordability
term.

Homebuyer HOME assistance will be provided as a deferred payment loan, amortizing annually
over the course of the minimum period of affordability. If the homeowner sells the property at any
time prior to the end of the affordability period, he/she will be expected to pay the full unamortized
amount due at the time of sale. If, however, the net proceeds of the sale, less the amount of
homeowner investment (defined as down payment and documented capital improvements), is less
than the unamortized amount remaining, the City will share the net proceeds with the homeowner.
The net proceeds will be divided proportionally according to the following mathematical formulas:

HOME Subsidy X Net Proceeds = HOME amount recaptured by P.J.
HOME investment + homeowner investment

Homeowner Investment X Net proceeds = Amount to homeowner
HOME subsidy + homeowner investment

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The City will apply HOMEResale provisions when there is no direct subsidy made to the homebuyer,
meaning no funds to recapture. The home will be sold to qualified low-to-moderate income buyers,
the sales price will remain affordable, and the seller will receive a fair return. Projects only involving
development subsidy will not be subject to recapture.

4. The City will not provide HOME Tenant-Based Rental Assistance.

5. The City believes individuals of similar economic levels in the same housing market areas should
have available to them a like range of housing choices regardless of their race, color, religion, sex,
age, handicap, familial status, or national origin. This policy will be carried out by including the
Equal Housing Opportunity logo on all materials sent to owners and tenants, requirements to include
the "Equal Housing Opportunity" phrase in advertisement and display the Fair Housing Poster in
management offices.

6. The City encourages MWBEs to contract for construction projects through solicitation, requiring
prime contractors to take affirmative steps for subcontracts, dividing tasks and including MWBE
criteria with additional points when feasible.

7. The City will not use HOME funds to refinance existing debt secured by multifamily housing.

Summary Statement

In summary, the City developed this document to describe future community development activities that
will take place in the upcoming fiscal year. The document will serve as a guide to achieving objectives
and outcomes set forth in the 2010-2014 Consolidated Plan during FY 2014. It is designed to meet HUD
requirements set forth in Title 24 Part 91.220. Activities in this plan serve as an avenue to improve the
quality of life for all Plano residents and revitalize the community. Citizens are encouraged to read this
document and submit comments and/or questions to City staff.

REMARKS: 
 
The applicant is requesting to rezone 204.7± acres located at the southwest corner of 
State Highway 121 and the Dallas North Tollway from Commercial Employment (CE) to 
Central Business-1 (CB-1) to allow for greater flexibility in development due to deed 
restricted building setbacks.  The CE zoning district is intended for corporate 
headquarters in a campus-like setting.  The proposed CB-1 zoning district is intended 
for use in conjunction with the CE district to permit a highly concentrated business 
center similar to traditional downtown areas of major cities. 
 
The subject property is mostly undeveloped and includes several unique parcels for 
future development.  The property includes a section of Headquarters Drive right-of-way 
and 12.0± acres of the northeastern portion of J.C. Penney Headquarters Addition, 
Block D, Lot 1, which features an existing pedestrian path and ponds.  The City of Plano 
is a party to this zoning request because a small parcel, J.C. Penney Headquarters 
Addition, Block B, Lot 2, is owned by the city and features an elevated water storage 
tank. 
 
In addition to the city’s CE zoning district, the subject property is also regulated by a 
private property owner’s association.  The association’s building setbacks are more 
restrictive than the city’s CE zoning district setbacks.  Although all properties will have to 
comply with the CE zoning district setbacks, rezoning the property to CB-1 will allow the 
property owner more flexibility in regards to developing with the property owner’s 
association’s setbacks.

It is directed that the official zoning map of the City of Plano (which is 
retained in electronic record format) be changed to reflect the zoning classification 
established by this Ordinance. 
 
 Section III.  All provisions of the ordinances of the City of Plano in conflict with 
the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed, and all other provisions of the 
Ordinances of the City of Plano not in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance shall 
remain in full force and effect. 
 
 Section IV.  The repeal of any ordinance or part of ordinances affectuated by the 
enactment of this Ordinance shall not be construed as abandoning any action now 
pending under or by virtue of such ordinance or as discontinuing, abating, modifying or 
altering any penalty accruing or to accrue, or as affecting any rights of the municipality 
under any section or provisions of any ordinance at the time of passage of this 
Ordinance. 
 
 Section V.  Any violation of the provisions or terms of this ordinance by any 
person, firm or corporation shall be a misdemeanor offense and shall be subject to a 
fine in accordance with Section 1-4(a) of the City Code of Ordinances for each 
offense.  Every day a violation continues shall constitute a separate offense. 
 
 Section VI.  It is the intention of the City Council that this Ordinance, and every 
provision hereof, shall be considered severable, and the invalidity or partial invalidity of 
any section, clause or provision of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity of any 
other portion of this Ordinance. 
  



 Section VII. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon its 
passage and publication as required by law.
