Animal License Application

Any person within the city limits who owns a dog, cat or ferret is required to obtain a license for their pet.
Rabies vaccinations are required at three months of age per Texas State Law and City of Plano Ordinance.

PLEASE ENCLOSE THE RABIES VACCINATIONS CERTIFICATES IN ORDER TO PROCESS CITY LICENSE.
Make sure the rabies vaccination certificate indicates whether the animal is spayed or neutered.
Municipal code requires you to notify us if you no longer have your pet.

Please allow 2 weeks for processing.

License tags are not transferable from one owner or animal to another.

Lost tags are replaced for a fee of $5.00.
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License Fees:

Male/Female Animal $30.00 Neutered/Spayed Animal $10.00

No charge for city registration if said animal is spayed or neutered and:
e Owneris 60 years or older (Driver’s License must be on file at the shelter);
e Owner can provide proof of receiving financial assistance from any government agency due to

disability or low income;

e Animalis used for law enforcement agencies; or
¢ Animalis a certified assistance animal.
