PART 1 -  GENERAL

1.1 SUBMITTALS

A. Shop Drawings:  Scaled drawing showing fabrication details, layout, finish, and anchoring method.

B. Samples for Verification:  6 inches square showing full range of color, texture, border, lettering, and finishes.
PART 2 -  PRODUCTS

2.1 MANUFACTURERS

2.2 PRIMARY METAL

A. Aluminum Castings:  ASTM B 26, of alloy and temper recommended by sign manufacturer for casting process used and for use and finish indicated.

2.3 FABRICATION

A. Casting:  Provide free of pits, scale, sand holes, and other defects, according to drawing at end of this Section and as follows:

1. Plaque Material:  Aluminum.

2. Background Texture:  Manufacturer's standard leatherette texture.

3. Letter Style:  Optima regular raised 1/32 inches.

4. Paint:  Manufacturer’s standard acrylic.

5. Border Style:  Raised flat band.

6. Thickness:  Not less than 0.250 inch thick.
Retain one of following mounting methods.

7. Concealed Mounting:  Rosettes and fasteners matching plaque finish for substrates encountered. 

8. Face Mounting:  Concealed studs for substrates encountered.

2.4 FINISHES

A. Color Anodic Finish:  Manufacturer's standard Class 1 integrally colored or electrolytically deposited color anodic coating, 0.018 mm or thicker, in dark bronze applied over a mechanical finish, complying with AAMA 611.

PART 3 -  EXECUTION

3.1 EXAMINATION

A. Examine substrates, areas, and conditions for compliance with requirements for installation tolerances and other conditions affecting performance of work.

B. Verify that items, including anchor inserts, are sized and located to accommodate signs.

C. Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.

3.2 INSTALLATION

A. Setting Plaques:  

1. Locate plaques where indicated, using mounting methods of types described and complying with manufacturer's written instructions.

2. Install plaques level, plumb, and at heights indicated.

Retain one of following mounting methods.

B. Concealed Mounting:  Mount plaques by inserting threaded studs into tapped lugs on back of plaque; set in predrilled holes filled with quick-setting cement.

C. Face Mounting:  Mount plaques using exposed fasteners with rosettes attached through face of plaque into wall surface.
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
