General reservation guidelines

* Availability is contingent upon game and practiceeduling by preferred field users (youth sportmaizations)

e Lighted reservations must be ascending and conigper field.

« Ball fields with grass infields are not eligibler fgeneral public reservation.

« Fields or facilities categorized as ‘game only’ aot available for general public reservation.

« Fields may be used only by ages appropriate fospleeification or designated purpose of the fields.

¢ Fields are provided ‘as is’.

«  Facilities are available for practice purposes onty games, scrimmages, camps or clinics. Oneefialffield is available in
soccer, football, and other turf sports.

« Fields may not be used in the rain or if wet.

< PARD may cancel any reservation in the interesafdéty or to prevent field damage in the eventof or wet grounds. All
applicable fees will be refunded upon request iRPAcancels the reservation, otherwise the feesheilletained as a credit in
the reservation system for future use. Once avaten has been accepted, only PARD may cancelethervation.

¢ Field user is responsible for picking up all litgwnerated by its activity and placing it in trasbeptacles.

« Each individual is eligible for oneeservation per reservation period. Reservafiees must be paid at the time the reservation
is accepted.

¢ Motor vehicles must remain in the parking lot atiates.

¢ Alcohol is not permitted in the park.

* Dogs must be on a leash not exceeding 72 inchesef3vare responsible for cleaning up after thaimals.

* Reservation Fee: $10 per 90 minute block of time.

* Lights: $40 per hour. (Minimum of one hour will be charged if lights are necessary)

» Areceipt will be issued for each reservation whiclshould be taken to the field to provide proper
documentation of your field rental, should it becone an issue.

« Failure to comply with reservation guidelines and prk rules may result in being denied
use of athletic facilities and punishment under tems of the City of Plano’s Code of
Ordinances.
