Rain 
water also provides an excellent primary, supplementary or alternative source of water. 

“Because rainfall is so beneficial and a precious resource, property owners 
should capture as much rainwater as possible before it runs down the street,” 
Hoffer says. “But harvesting systems don’t have to be expensive or complicated. 
It’s easy to get started and use local resources in economical, sustainable ways.”
