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INJURY TRAFFIC CRASH 

On February 7, 2007 at approximately 2:15 a.m., Plano Police Officers were 

dispatched to a motorcycle crash at the intersection of Plano Parkway and Preston 

Road. Upon Officers arrival it was determined that a northbound black Yamaha 

motorcycle had been struck in the rear by a vehicle also traveling northbound. The driver 

of the motorcycle, Larry Nyberg a 52-year old male from Plano, was thrown 

approximately 200 feet from the crash. The suspect vehicle, a gold Nissan with front end 

damage, fled the scene of the crash. The driver of the motorcycle was transported to a 

local area hospital with serious injuries.  

At approximately 2:30 a.m., Officers were dispatched to the 2700 block of 

Millington Drive, where two Hispanic males were breaking into a vehicle. The subjects 

fled the scene prior to the Officer’s arrival and were seen driving a gold Nissan with front 

end damage believed to be the same vehicle involved in the hit and run crash.
